PRO TIP - back to basics

The Putting Grip which is widely taught when a
golfer first starts is called the reverse overlapping
grip. If you are right-handed, place your left
forefinger down the outside of your right hand. It
may curl around your little finger or straight down
along all your fingers. It is a personal feel,
whichever feels comfortable. (Lefties do the
opposite of course.) This grip is recommended
because it helps keep the Back of the Left Hand
going forward thus keeping the CLUB FACE
SQUARE towards your TARGET!! In the world
of golf there are many different styles & putters but
try the REVERSE OVERLAPPING GRIP
FIRST before the others you might just find that
YOU LIKE IT!!
